What is the FMA?  

· A student-run organization that provides a forum for the exchange of financial-related information, career networking opportunities and social activities. 

What are the advantages of joining the FMA?   

· Members in good standing are eligible to attend two trips every year—New York City and Omaha, Nebraska.  Both trips are subsidized by the Department of Finance and the MBA Office.  In New York, you’ll meet investment bankers, visit the Exchanges and meet UT alums who work in New York.  In Omaha, you’ll meet famed investor Warren Buffett.  

· At the monthly meetings, students hear from business executives in all areas of finance explain what they do and how they got to where they are today.  Pizza and refreshments are served at each meeting.  

· FMA members are usually the first to hear about new job opportunities.

· Being a member of the FMA is something to list on your resume.

· The FMA is a good way to meet other finance majors!

Who is eligible to join?  

· Undergraduate students majoring in either finance or accounting (with a collateral in finance) who have completed or are currently taking Finance 301 are eligible to join the FMA.  

· All graduate students studying for their MBA or MAcc are eligible to join.
